It is, or rather it was, at the time of which | speak, the
dwelling of Mrs. Browne, the widow of the late curate of Combehurst. There she lived with her faithful old
servant and her only children, aboy and girl. They were as secluded in their green hollow as the households
in the German forest-tales. Once aweek they emerged and crossed the common, catching on its summit the
first sounds of the sweet-toned bells, calling them to church. Mrs. Browne walked first, holding Edward’s
hand.’
